Divine Mercy Sunday —In 2000, Pope John Paul II declared 
that the second Sunday of Easter would be called Divine Mercy 
Sunday, to celebrate the merciful love of the Lord which is 
shown through the mystery of the passion, death and 
resurrection of the Lord Jesus. The divine mercy devotion was 
revealed by Jesus to St. Faustina Kowalska in the 1930s. The 
Lord called all his people to rejoice in his mercy, recognize their 
need for it, come to receive it, and share it with others. I invite 
you to come back to Church at 3 pm today as we finish our 
Novena to Divine Mercy. In addition to the chaplet and novena 
prayers, we will have veneration of the relic of St. Faustina and 
the opportunity for confessions.  
 
 

Presentation on the Neocatechumenal Way — Before 
Masses today we will have a brief presentation about the 
Neocatechumenal Way inviting you to participate in a new series 
of catecheses for adults and mature teens on the Catholic faith. 
Many of our parishioners participated in the catecheses last year 
and have gotten a great deal out of them, so much so that many 
of the participants have continued that journey since the end of 
the catecheses last June. I would urge you to consider growing in 
faith in this way. If you participated in the catecheses last year 
and would like to come again this year, you are very welcome. 
ThereÕs an insert with more information later in the bulletin.  
 

Dominga Crownings — Beginning today and continuing 
through Pentecost, we will having a ÒPortuguese crowningÓ at 
the end of the 10:15 Mass. In the past, these crownings were 
always done at the Portuguese Mass at noon, but insofar as last 
year the Portuguese Mass was not well attended and needed to 
be cancelled, I have decided not to add a Portuguese Mass 
during the Easter season just for the Domingas. Several 
members of the parish pastoral council also thought it would be 
a good idea to introduce the wider parish to the real treasure of 
the traditions that the faithful Portuguese have kept alive. So 
there will be a few things going on at the 10:15 Mass that IÕd like 
to explain to you ahead of time. First, each week we will 
welcome a family that won a special lottery on Pentecost Sunday 
last year to have the privilege of welcoming to their home a 
special blessed crown and scepter symbolizing the Holy Spirit, as 
well as a blessed banner evocative of how the ÒwindÓ of the 
Holy Spirit Òblows where he willsÓ (Jn 3:8). The family sets up a 
special sanctuary in their home from Sunday to Sunday, where 
they put the crown and the banner. Each night they come 
together, surrounded by family members, friends, neighbors, and 
fellow parishioners, to pray the Rosary asking Mary to help them 
respond to the overshadowing of the Holy Spirit just like they do 
and to sing and say litanies, hymns and other prayers to God the 
Holy Spirit. The tradition of the crown and the scepter go back 
to the time of St. Elizabeth of Portugal (1277-1336), who used 
to use her own royal crown as a means to catechize her people. 
She reminder her people that the crown historically in 
Christianity was meant merely to cover that part of the head 
where the king or queen had been anointed with sacred chrism 
by the bishop during the coronation rite, asking God to 
strengthen them to fulfill their offices. She would remind the 
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people that in the sacrament of Confirmation, each of them had 
received the outpouring of the Holy Spirit, which is something 
even greater than she had received when she was anointed and 
crowned queen. The whole tradition around the crown and the 
scepter flow from this catechesis. When the crown is reverenced, 
it is the Holy Spirit to whom we are directing our worship; when 
the scepter is kissed, it is meant to be done with a prayer that the 
full power of the Holy Spirit become active within the one doing 
the reverencing.  
   On Sunday, the family traditionally goes in procession to the 
Church with the crown, scepter, banner and various gifts for the 
poor and for the Church. On some occasions, they also hire a 
Portuguese band to accompany them with greater joy. The 
family participates in the opening procession before the priest, 
bring the crown and banner into the sanctuary, and sometimes 
even sit in the sanctuary. We will be welcoming each of the lucky 
families at Mass for the next seven Sundays.  
   At the end of Mass, the crowning takes place. The priest, after 
having given the final blessing and reverencing the altar, comes 
before the altar, where the one to be crowned comes forward 
and kneels, surrounded by some members of the family. The 
priest sings a prayer to the Holy Spirit (generally taken from the 
prayers of Pentecost) and intones the traditional Latin Hymn 
Veni Creator Spiritus (Come, Holy Spirit). As that is being sung, 
the priest incenses and blesses the crown and scepter, has the 
person to be crowned kiss and the hold the scepter, and then 
crowns the person, begging God the Holy Spirit to come down 
upon the person and help the person always to remain faithful in 
living according to the Holy Spirit. Once that is done, the one 
who is crowned with all the members of his or her family 
process out with the priest as the traditional Portuguese ÒHymn 
to the Holy SpiritÓ is sung and played on the organ.  
The words of the Hymn to the Holy Spirit are as follows:  

Alva pomba que meiga aparacestes 
Ao Messias no rio Jordão 

Estendei vossas asas celestes 
Sobre os povos do orbe cristão. 

 

Ref: Vinde, O Vvnde, entre nuvens da gloria 
Entre os anjos com bençãos de amor 
Entre os triunfos d’eterna vitôria, 

Qu’os querubins vos levam, Senhor. 
 

Quem aos pobres seus braços estende 
E quem veste os qu’os ombros têm nus, 

Achará que tudo isto só tende 
Para glória e honra da Cruz. Ref.

Thanks for Holy Triduum Liturgies — I would just like to 
say thank you to all those who worked so hard to make the 
liturgies of Holy Thursday, Good Friday, Holy Saturday and 
Easter Sunday so beautiful. IÕd like to thank in particular Sr. 
Annette Brassard, our sacristan, who almost lived here during 
those days; the Knights of Columbus, twelve of whose members 
had their feet washed on Holy Thursday as a sign of their call to 
Christ-like service in our midst; the altar servers, led by 
archserver Pedro Fernandes, who were excellent at all the 
liturgies; our parish choir (led by Marshall Connolly) that 
prepared so hard and sang so well throughout the Triduum; our 
youth choir, which lifted up all our hearts at the 8:30 Mass on 
Sunday (directed by Thom Sargent); and all the women who 
made our Church so beautiful for the Easter Masses. Many 
hands make light work and also make things far more beautiful 
and worthy of the Lord!  
 

Ushers at 6:30 Mass — The Easter Sunday 6:30 Mass showed 
how much of a need we have for dependable ushers to take up 
the collection. IÕm very grateful to the parishÕs head usher, 
Donald Dumont, for coming to the 6:30 to try to organize the 
collection. Because almost none of the ÒregularsÓ were present, 
he needed to enlist the help of anyone he could find. IÕm very 
grateful to those who responded to the summons. The reality is, 
however, that doing things at the last second without even time 
for the minimal ÒtrainingÓ resulted in many people in various 
areas of the Church not being collected. At the end of the Mass 
a few people came up to me to give me what should have been 
collected, and they were sitting in vastly different areas of the 
Church. Easter is somewhat exceptional, because I know some 
of the normal 6:30 collectors went to the Easter Vigil, but the 
issue of an adequate number of committed, trained ushers at the 
6:30 Mass is something that comes up somewhat frequently. So 
IÕm putting this in the bulletin to ask those trustworthy men who 
are regular attendees of the 6:30 Mass to come to see me or the 
sacristan Sr. Annette after the Mass today so that we could speak 
with them about ushers. I would like to have at least 10 men 
who regularly come to the Mass to volunteer. That way we 
should always be covered even when some are away from the 
parish on a given Sunday. If we donÕt get 10 men, I may have to 
change the way the collection is done at the 6:30 to do what I 
had to do at the Portuguese Mass when we had too few 
collectors: have everyone in Church bring their collection up to 
the front of the Church at the offertory, like a communion 
procession. Such a procession has obvious symbolic advantages 
(because literally people bring their gifts to the altar of God), but 
it would clearly not be as convenient for Mass-goers. IÕm hoping, 
though, weÕll be able to get at least ten good men to commit to 
serving the Church in this way. 
 

Catholic Men’s Conference — Next Saturday is the Catholic 
MenÕs Conference in Boston. We have about 42 men signed up. 
WeÕll be leaving on the bus from the Nye Street side of the 
Church and returning by about 7 pm. There are still a few seats 
left on the bus if people would like to go, provided that the 
event has not sold out (you can check how many tickets are left 
at catholicboston.com).  
 

Spiritual Pamphlets — IÕd encourage you to continue to grow 
in your knowledge of the faith by taking one of the various 
pamphlets know at the various entrances of the Church with you 
to read prayerfully over the course of the week.    
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Daily Holy Hours — I encourage every person or family in the 
parish to try to come to the afternoon holy hour in the parish at 
least one time a week. The holy hour is held Monday through 
Thursday from 5:15-6:15 pm and features the sung Liturgy of 
the Hours, the recitation of the Holy Rosary, adoration of the 
Lord in the Blessed Sacrament, confessions (whenever IÕm 
present) and other prayers.

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Certificates to Become a Godparent or Sponsor 
   It is always an honor when parents ask a Catholic friend or family 
member to be a baptismal godparent or a young person preparing for 
confirmation asks someone to whom he or she looks up to be a 
Confirmation sponsor. To serve in this role, which is both an honor 
and a responsibility, the proposed godparent or sponsor must receive a 
certificate from his or her pastor pronouncing that that person is 
qualified. The sponsor certificate is the personÕs pastorÕs word to other 
priests that a proposed sponsor is a fully-initiated, confirmed Catholic, 
practices the faith each week by coming to Sunday Mass, is at least 16, is 
registered and supports his or her parish Church, and lives (as far as the 
priest can know) according to the moral teachings of Jesus Christ. ItÕs a 
witness from one pastor to another that the sponsor is an exemplary 
Catholic whom the personÕs pastor thinks is quite capable of passing on 
the faith by word and example to a godchild.  
   When people come to me for such certificates, on many occasions, it 
is very easy for me to do so, because I see them at Mass each week, they 
come to greet me after Mass, they sit up front, they are involved in 
parish activities, I know them to be people of faith, etc. On other 
occasions, I do not recognize them, but I can at least verify through the 
use of budget envelopes that they are here each week and then I can 
speak to them about how competent they would be to train others in 
the practice of the faith. 
   But sometimes people come whom I do not recognize and whose 
attendance I cannot verify through budget envelopes or other means.  
On those occasions, I cannot honestly give them sponsor certificates, in 
the same way that I cannot give letters of recommendation or provide 
references for people I do not know. A Christian, not to mention a 
priest, should never lie and therefore I cannot give my word to another 
pastor that a particular person comes to Mass each week unless I see the 
person present at Mass or witness the evidence of it in the budget 
envelopes.  
  Therefore, I ask every parishioner to help me help you, in case youÕre 
ever given the privilege of being asked to be a godparent. Please make 
sure now Ñ  and not later when you may need a sponsor certificate Ñ  
that youÕre qualified. For example, if youÕre not married in the Church, 
then please come to see me to speak about your situation so that we can 
investigate whether it is possible for you to get married in the Church 
(through a convalidation of your civil bond or through seeking a 
declaration of nullity if you were previously married). Make sure youÕre 
registered a parishioner. Please consider using budget envelopes or the 
electronic giving system. And please come to introduce yourself to me 
after Mass every once in a while. I would never want not to be able to 
give you a sponsor certificate, so please do not put me in a situation in 
which, out of honesty and fidelity, I would not be able to.

One can also name St. AnthonyÕs as a contingency 
beneficiary in the event someone named in his or her will is no longer living. It is 
recommended that a lawyer help in drafting or amending a will.   
 

BEAUTIFUL ST. ANTHONY’S CARDS — We now have five great cards 
featuring spectacular images of the parish. The cards are blank on the inside, so 
they can be used for thank you notes or for any other purpose. They are available 
in packets of 10 for $10 in the sacristy or at the parish office.

SCHOLARSHIPS TO CATHOLIC SCHOOL — The Diocese of Fall River 
is once again, through the St. MaryÕs Education Fund, making need-based 
scholarships available for the 2010-2011 school year. Students presently enrolled, 

or who are accepted and registered for the 2010-2011 school year in one of the 
22 Diocesan elementary or middle schools are eligible to apply. Any parent 
interested in having his or her child attend one of the Catholic elementary or 
middle schools in the Diocese of Fall River should contact the principal of the 
school in which they have interest. Once accepted and registered they may apply 
for this need-based scholarship aid. Applications may be obtained at any of the 
schools. 
 

SMILES — There is a tremendous need for volunteer mentors for young 
people in our public schools. The SouthCoast Mentoring Initiative for Learning, 
Education and Service (SMILES) strives to help students achieve their personal 
and educational potential by pairing them with positive adult mentors, putting 
students who are identified as Òin needÓ with an adult mentor, who meets with 
them at school once a week for about an hour, individually or in a group, to talk 
about their day, to participate in activities, and even work on some schoolwork 
together. SMILES new literacy programs focus on reading skills at the first and 
second grade levels. The results of SMILES programs have been very impressive 
in terms of the participating studentsÕ improvements in school attendance, 
grades, behavior and preventing school dropouts. There is a particular need for 
adult men to serve in this capacity. To volunteer or to seek more information, 
please call Elizett Pires at 508.999.9300, email epires@smilesmentoring.org.
