Pope Benedict on Summer Vacation Ñ  Last Sunday, during 
his Angelus meditation at Castel Gandolfo, Pope Benedict, 
calling on the Gospel of Martha and Mary we heard last week, 
talked about the most important thing during our summer 
vacation. Here’s what he said:  
   Dear Brothers and Sisters!  
   We are already in the heart of the summer, at least in the 
northern hemisphere. This is the time in which the schools are 
closed and in which most vacations are concentrated. Even the 
pastoral activities of the parishes are reduced, and I myself have 
suspended audiences for a period. It is therefore a favorable 
moment to give first place to what is effectively the most 
important thing in life, that is to say, listening to the Word of 
God. This Sunday's Gospel always reminds us of this with the 
celebrated episode of Jesus' visit to the house of Martha and 
Mary narrated by St. Luke (10:38-42).  
   Martha and Mary are two sisters; they also have a brother, 
Lazarus, who, however, does not appear in this case. Jesus 
passes through their village and -- the text says -- Martha 
welcomes him (cf. 10:38). This detail gives one to understand 
that, of the two sisters, Martha is the oldest, the one who rules 
the house. In fact, after Jesus is accommodated, Mary sits at his 
feet and listens to him, while Martha is completely absorbed with 
much serving, which is certainly due to the exceptional guest. 
We seem to see the scene: One sister is very busy and the other 
is enraptured by the presence of the Master and his words. After 
a while Martha, evidently resentful, no longer resists and 
protests, also feeling that she has the right to criticize Jesus: 
"Lord, does it not matter to you that my sister has left me to do 
all the serving? Tell her, therefore, to help me." Indeed, Martha 
would like to teach the Master! But Jesus, with great calm, 
answers: "Martha, Martha" -- and this name repeated expresses 
affection -- "you are anxious and worried about many things, but 
there is only one thing is needful. Mary has chosen the better 
part and it will not be taken from her" (Luke 10:41-42). Christ's 
word is quite clear: no scorn for the active life, nor much less for 
the generous hospitality; but a plain reminder of the fact that the 
one thing that is truly necessary is something else: listening to 
the Word of the Lord; and the Lord is there in that moment, 
present in the person of Jesus! Everything else will pass and will 
be taken away from us, but the Word of God is eternal and gives 
meaning to our daily activity.  
   Dear Friends, as I said, this Gospel passage is very important 
at vacation time, because it recalls the fact that the human 
person must work, must involve himself in domestic and 
professional concerns, to be sure, but he has need of God before 
all else, who is the interior light of love and truth. Without love, 
even the most important activities lose value and do not bring 
joy. Without a profound meaning, everything we do is reduced 
to sterile and disordered activism. And who gives us love and 
truth if not Jesus Christ? So let us learn, brothers, to help each 
other, to cooperate, but first of all to choose together the better 
part, which is and will always be our greater good. 
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Travels Ñ  I wanted to pass on to you that the Sisters of Jesus 
our Hope to whom I preached the five-day retreat stretching 
over last weekend have all promised to keep me and you in their 
daily prayers. I’ve always considered the prayers of religious 
women one of the enduring investments of the time it takes to 
travel and to preach a retreat to them. Jesus has a hard time 
saying no to his spouses here on earth! Thank you for your 
prayers for me and them while I was preaching the retreat to 
them on the wisdom of the Curé of Ars for religious today. I am 
presently in New York for my annual priest’s workshop in the 
Priestly Society of the Holy Cross. With 32 other priests, we’re 
studying together Christology under the guidance of Fr. Jose 
Antonio Riestra, a professor at Santa Croce University in Rome. 
These workshops are always an excellent time not only for 
prayer and genuinely priestly fraternity, but also for “getting up 
to speed” on a lot of things relevant to priestly ministry that 
many of us did not have the time to pay adequate attention to 
during the year, thanks to presentations and various get 
togethers on these topics. Please pray for me and for my brother 
priests, that we may all be refreshed by the Lord to work harder 
and more faithfully in the missions he’s given us. Before I return 
home, I’ll be heading to Philadelphia from Wednesday to Friday 
for the national Theology of the Body Congress, where they’ve 
brought together most of the nation’s experts on John Paul II’s 
teachings on Human Love in the Divine Plan as well as several 
hundred people who are involved in studying it and passing it 
on. They’ve asked me to give a keynote address on Thursday 
night on the subject of the Theology of the Body in the Life and 
Ministry of the Priest. I’d ask you please to keep this talk and the 
whole Congress in your prayers.  
 

Traveling Statue of Our Lady of Fatima Ñ  On the weekend 
of August 21-22, we will host here at St. Anthony’s the United 
Nations Pilgrim Virgin Statue of Our Lady of Fatima, which is 
one of four statues blessed by Pope Pius XII in 1947 and then 
by the bishop of Leiria-Fatima to travel the world as a means to 
spread the message Mary gave the three shepherd children in 
Fatima. The statue travels as part of the World Apostolate of 
Fatima. It’s called the “United Nations” Pilgrim Virgin Statue 
because in 1952, Msgr. Harold Colgan, the founder of the Blue 
Army known as the World Apostolate of Fatima, took it to the 
meditation room at the United Nations to lead the recitation of 
the Rosary for all the nations of the world. I’ll work out the 
precise schedule of devotions as we return, but my initial 
thoughts will be to have the Church open on Saturday for 
people to come to pray to Mary before the Statue and then have 
the Statue present throughout the Masses that weekend. August 
22, as you may know, is the feast of the Coronation of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary, so it’s a beautiful time for us to be giving 
special devotion to our Lady and seeking to crown her with our 
love, gratitude and reflection. Minimally, please spread word to 
your friends and fellow Catholics and encourage them to join us 
on August 21-22.  
 

Spiritual Pamphlets Ñ  I’d encourage you to continue to grow 
in your knowledge of the faith by taking one of the various 
pamphlets know at the various entrances of the Church with you 
to read prayerfully over the course of the week.    
 

Daily Holy Hours Ñ  I encourage every person or family in the 
parish to try to come to the afternoon holy hour in the parish at 
least one time a week. The holy hour is held Monday through 
Thursday from 5:15-6:15 pm and features the sung Liturgy of 
the Hours, the recitation of the Holy Rosary, adoration of the 

Lord in the Blessed Sacrament, confessions (whenever I’m 
present) and other prayers.
