At time 
we also have a similar 
thinking and plans such as 
this man did, we come to 
Mass, we fulfill the pre-
cepts, give money to 
church collections, and 
thatôs it! It is all right to 
fulfill the commandments, 
and it is alright to go to 
Mass on Sunday, but the 
Lord want of us, 
ócommitmentô; He wants 
us to be involve more in 
the parish life, and to put 

all our talents to the service of Godôs 
people to build each day a better and 

holy Church. Think 
about what could 
be the challenges 
that our Blessed 
Lord might be ask-
ing you. Did you know that we need 
lectors, ushers? Most likely not. Now 
Our Lord needs your hands, your 
voice, your talents to build up the mys-
tical body of Christ which is St. An-
thony Parish. Donôt be afraid. We need 
lectors for 6:30 am Mass on Sundays, 
will you be one to volunteers? Just call 
the parish and we will train you so that 
you may be a lector. First Reading ð I 
pleaded, and the spirit of wisdom came 
to me.

+ÐÛÜÙÎàɯ"ÖÙÕÌÙ 

Lectio divina is a form of meditation 
rooted in liturgical celebration that 
dates back to early monastic communi-
ties. It was a method practiced by 
monks in their daily encounter with 
Scripture, both as they prepared for the 
Eucharist and as they prayed the Litur-
gy of the Hours. Its use continued in 
the Middle Ages in religious orders, 
such as the Benedictines and Carmel-
ites, that not only practiced lectio 
divina daily but passed this treasure 
from the past on to the next genera-
tions. The practice of lectio divina is 
resurfacing today as a wonderful way 

to meditate on Godôs Word. 
 
What Does the Latin Name Mean? 
The Latin phrase ñlectio divinaò may 
be translated as ñdivine reading.ò  
 
Lectio divina is a method for praying 
with the Scriptures. As one reads and 
invites the Word to become a trans-
forming lens that brings the events of 
daily living into focus, one can come 
to live more deeply and find the pres-
ence of God more readily in the events 
of each day. The method of lectio 
divina follows four steps: lectio 
(reading), meditatio (meditation), con-
templatio (contemplation), and oratio 
(prayer). 
 
ñLectio,ò or ñreading,ò is the first step 
in the prayer process. The early monks 
understood that the fruitfulness of a 
monkôs prayer depends upon the sim-
plicity, reverence, and openness to the 
Spirit with which the ñreaderò ap-
proaches the Word of God. The goal of 
this reading is not to rush through sev-
eral chapters of Scripture. The reader, 
rather than trying to take in large sec-

tions of Scripture, adopts a reflective 
stance towards a short Scripture pas-
sage, pausing on a single word or 
phrase that resonates with the mind 
and heart. (taken from the USCCB
